With Deepest Sympathy 
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Dear Friends, 
 
Alleluia! Jesus is Risen! 
 
After forty days of Lent, we finally celebrate the victory of Jesus over sin and death. Happy Easter! Now, 
for fifty days, we celebrate the joy of the resurrection. Around the world, many adults were fully initiated 
in the faith through the Easter sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist. During the Easter 
season we will celebrate First Holy Communion and Confirmation with the young people of our parish. 
On Pentecost Sunday, we usually celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation for adults who for some reason 
were not confirmed when they were younger. Of course, we will also baptize infants again now that Lent 
is over. Let us pray for all our parishioners who will celebrate sacraments over these next several weeks. 
 
Next weekend, the Second Sunday of Easter is celebrated as Divine Mercy Sunday. We will celebrate a 
Holy Hour at 3:00 PM, during which we will sing the Divine Mercy Chaplet. St. Faustina was canonized 
by Pope St. John Paul II on the Second Sunday of Easter during the Jubilee Year 2000, and since that time 
the devotion to Divine Mercy has been fostered all around the world. Please come and join us next 
weekend! 
 
On April 20th, the Diocese of Brooklyn will celebrate a special event during this year of Eucharistic 
Revival. At the Louis Armstrong Stadium of the National Tennis Center in Flushing Meadows, families 
and individuals from all around the diocese will gather to participate in activities and events that will 
culminate with the celebration of Mass by Bishop Brennan. St. Luke Parish has been allotted 50 tickets. 
Any families or individuals who would like to participate should contact the rectory with your email 
address and phone number to reserve your place. The tickets are free, and the day will last from 8:00 AM 
to 3:00 PM. 
 
On that same weekend we will have our 43rd Annual Dinner Dance in honor of St. Joseph on Saturday 
evening, and we will host a Blood Drive on Sunday. As always, you will find more information in the 
bulletin. I hope that many parishioners will take part in these events. 
 
On the Second Sunday of Easter every year, we always hear the story of that Sunday a week after Jesus 
rose from the dead. Poor St. Thomas was not with the others when Jesus first appeared to them, but he was 
in the room with them a week later: "Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and 
put it into my side, and do not be unbelieving, but believe." Thomas could only respond: “My Lord and 

my God.” Many Catholics go through a period of doubt and unbelief and 
stray from the practice of their faith. Then, somehow the Lord calls them 
back, and, usually through the Sacrament of Penance, they are humbled by 
God’s healing love and mercy. Let us pray for all of our family members 
and friends who currently are not practicing their faith. May the Lord reach 
them through our love and prayers, that they, like Thomas, might once 
again profess: “My Lord and my God!” 
 
Thank you to Sr. Theresa, Sr. Katherine, and Mary Pollini for arranging a 
wonderful lineup of speakers for our Lenten Program on Tuesday evenings. 
The weather didn’t always cooperate, but there was always a nice crowd of 
people in attendance. We are also grateful to Bishop Chappetto for 
providing a wonderful Lenten Mission the week before Holy Week. We 
were truly blessed during Lent this year!
