Since today is June 29th, the Church celebrates the Solemnity 
of Saints Peter and Paul instead of the 13th Sunday in 
Ordinary Time. Peter and Paul are the co-patrons of Rome, 
and on this day newly appointed archbishops from around 
the world will go to Rome to receive the pallium, which is a 
special garment worn around the neck over the chasuble that 
is a symbol of the special authority they receive from the 
Pope as metropolitan archbishops in their local area. Timothy 
Cardinal Dolan, the Archbishop of New York, is the 
metropolitan archbishop of the region of New York State.  
 

Today we are happy to welcome Father Callistus Ibeh back to St. Luke! He was with us for 
a pastoral year from 2022-2023, and he was ordained a priest yesterday by Bishop Robert 
Brennan in the Co-Cathedral of St. Joseph. As he celebrates his Mass of Thanksgiving, we 
show him our love and support as he begins his ministry as a priest of the Diocese of 
Brooklyn. He has been assigned to St. Sebastian Parish in Woodside. May God bless Father 
Callistus and all the newly ordained priests of our diocese. Ad multos annos!

On Tuesday, July 1st, the Church in the United States celebrates the memorial of St. 
Junipero Serra. Pope Francis canonized him during his visit to the US in 2015. There is a 
trail of mission churches in California from San Diego to San Francisco that were 
established by him during his ministry in the 18th century. He is a patron of vocations and 
California. 
 
On Thursday, July 3rd, the Church celebrates the Feast of St. Thomas, the Apostle. St. 
Thomas is typically remembered as “Doubting Thomas,” since he did not initially believe 
the rest of the apostles when they told him that they had seen the Risen Lord on Easter 
Sunday. By tradition his apostolic ministry brought him to India, where he was ultimately 
martyred, being killed with a spear.
