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Dear Friends, 
 
The summer officially arrived last Sunday, and many parishioners 
are now in vacation mode. Please keep in mind that the summer Mass 
schedule begins next weekend. There will be no 4:30 PM Sunday 
Mass until after Labor Day. This is Fr. Chin’s last weekend at St. Luke, 
and Fr. Steven Ackah will not arrive until the end of July. I am grateful 
that Bishop Chappetto and Fr. Bill are able to assist in the summer. 
With the transitions going on I will be around for the month of July 
and will get away for a week in August. After Fr. Steven gets adjusted 
to the parish I hope to take some time away in the fall. 

 
Remember that our obligation to attend Mass never takes a vacation! I highly recommend 
using masstimes.org to find Catholic Churches wherever you travel. If you use the site, I would 
verify the information you find there by going to the parish website or calling the office to 
make sure the Mass times are accurate. I have personally used it over the years and it is very 
helpful to find local churches while on vacation. I am grateful to all parishioners who keep up-
to-date on their weekly offerings even when they are away. We rely on your generous support! 
 
On this 13th Sunday in Ordinary Time Jesus reminds us of the reality of the cross in our lives as 
disciples: “whoever does not take up his cross and follow after me is not worthy of me.” What 
strikes me about this teaching is that Jesus does not describe the cross as something we 
passively wait for until it arrives. Instead, we are to actively seek it, take it up, embrace it, and 
accept it as an essential part of our lives as His followers. Of course, Jesus assures us that we 
will not carry the cross alone, and, because of His resurrection, the cross will ultimately lead us 
to His victory over sin and death. Lift high the cross! 
 
 Next Saturday our nation will mark the 250th anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of 

Independence. I clearly remember 1976 when everything was 
“bicentennial” and “red, white, and blue.” As citizens of this great country, 
we join other Americans in celebrating this milestone anniversary, but as 
Catholics we acknowledge that our true freedom comes from God. During 
their spring meeting earlier this month, the bishops of our country 
consecrated the United States to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. In Jesus alone do 
we find our freedom, our hope, our salvation. During our nation’s history 
the Catholic Church has faced its share of prejudice and discrimination, but 
we can be proud of the great contributions of our Church to education, 

health care, fairness, justice, and morality in our American society. We entrust ourselves to the 
mercy and love of Jesus, that our country can overcome its problems and continue to be a great 
example of freedom and prosperity to the whole world. God bless America!
